Defibrillator

We now have a defibrillator located at the school office. These
have been provided to all primary schools by the Government as
part of a £19 million roll out.

Research shows that when a defibrillator is accessed within 3-5
minutes of a cardiac event, this can increase the chance of survival
to hospital discharge from 9% to 50%.

It's particularly important they are available close to sports halls
and playing fields that children, young people, and the wider
community use daily.
